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"The security for the convention was going to be inadequate

because the Twin Cities didn't have the police resources, 

and the feds weren't coming through with enough extra.

None of the big shots would get hurt, of course, because they'd be

blanketed by gun-toting Secret Service thugs, but the town, in 

Lucas's opinion, was toast. Whoever'd had the bright idea of

inviting the convention to St. Paul, he thought, should have had his 

head X-rayed until it smoked".
